She has worked most recently as an
independent IT consultant and co-founder and CEO of Fleur de Luxe. She previously served as
CIO and vice president of information systems at Proxim Corporation, where she was
responsible for corporate IT strategy, operations, and mergers and acquisitions. She spent 14
years in various positions at Roussel-Uclaf, Roussel-Uclaf Holdings Corporation and Hoechst-
Marion-Roussel in France, the US and Germany, where she became the global director of
information systems managing 1,200 employees and financial controls for 50 subsidiaries.

“A comprehensive, carefully implemented approach to information technology at the University
will benefit everyone in our community—faculty, staff, students, alumni, and our patients at
AUBMC,” said President Peter Dorman. “AUB is committed to embracing the technologies that
will promote our mission as the region’s top liberal-arts based, research-driven university.
