Bilal Orfali is Sheikh Zayed Chair for Arabic and Islamic Studies at the American
University of Beirut and previously held the M. S. Sofia Chair in Arabic Studies at The
Ohio State University. Alongside being the co-editor of the journal al-Abhath and Brill’s
Texts and Studies on the Qur’an series, Professor Orfali is author and editor of more than
twenty books in the fields of Arabic literature, Sufism, and Qur’anic studies.

Mohammed Rustom is Professor of Islamic Thought at Carleton University. He is author
of the award-winning book The Triumph of Mercy: Philosophy and Scripture in Mulla
Sadra (2012), co-editor of The Study Quran: A New Translation and Commentary (2015),
and author of Inrushes of the Heart: The Sufi Philosophy of ‘Ayn al-Qudat (2022).

Atif Khalil is Associate Professor of Religious Studies in the Department of Religious
Studies at the University of Lethbridge, where he teaches courses on Islamic mysticism,
theology, philosophy, and art. The author of Repentance and the Return to God (2018) and
numerous articles on Sufism, he is currently writing a monograph on dhikr in classical
[slam.
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Ghena Ismail is Assistant Professor at the Department of Psychology at AUB. She was
also a Clinical Associate at the Department of Psychiatry, Faculty of Medicine where she
served as the Director of the Treatment and Outreach Program for Eating Disorders
(TOP-ED). She completed her doctoral degree in Clinical Psychology at James Madison
University in 2008 and worked in various clinical and forensic settings in North America
before her return to Lebanon in 2014.
